Different breeds stop growing at different ages. In addition to differences in the age of maturity 
among breeds, there are competing risks 

depending on your female dog’s breed and lifestyle. 

Neuter at 6 months of age
Spay before first heat cycle

(5–6 months of age)

Spay between 5-15 months 
of age

Spay before first 
heat cycle

(5–6 months of age)

Delaying neutering until after growth stops may 
decrease the risk of certain cancers and bone, 
ligament and joint problems in some breeds 

of male dogs.

Spay after growth stops, 
but likely after first heat 

cycle (5–15 months of age)

Neuter after growth stops 
(9–15 months of age)
